Let's start with the Granite portion of the question. Grarstan igneous rock with medium to course crystalline
structure. Granite is found in many locations and is pink, grdyack in color. The chemical composition of granite
changes from location to location, but for the most part it is coatpos quartz (approximately 70%). Other major

minerals found in quartz include: Aluminum Oxide (about 15%), Paotas§dxide (about 4%) and Sodium Oxide

(about 4%). When we pick up a piece of granite, we see quartz, feldspar, anichesmata.

Now, let's move on to the Graphic part of the question. Graphieraay meanings. It can mean a clear or vivid
picture (e.g. a graphic description of an earthquake). It can exgdicit (e.g. graphic violence). It can be a part of a
computer that makes pictures or symbols on our displays (e.gpligcard). In mathematics, it can mean finding a
solution by reading a value on a chart or graph rather than byrpér§ a calculation. Finally, in geology, it means
“having a texture formed by the intergrowth of certain milses® as to resemble written characters”. So Graphic
