What is sandstone? Well, duh, it is a rock made out of sand. fEstorp — we're done! Ok, maybe we're not quite
done; let's try for a little more detail.

Sandstone is a rock made out of sand size grains of printardstz and feldspar cemented together with cement
composed of clay, calcite, hematite, and/or silica. The si#eedjrains is generally between 0.1 mm and 2 mm. For
reference, the size of a thin mechanical pencil lead is 0.5 mthe d¢frain sizes are smaller, you probably have a shale
or siltstone. |If the grain sizes are larger, you are probalayndewith a conglomerate. As indicated, most of the
grains are likely to be quartz; roughly 70 - 90 % of the graifisb& a quartz type material. Feldspar generally
composes 10 to 15 % of the grains in typical sandstone. Other matetialetf@nd in sandstone in minor quantities
include topaz, epidote, garnet, rutile, hornblende, tourmaline, magnetiterand z

Sandstone is formed when particles of quartz and feldspar (plus the
tiny amounts of other materials) are deposited in a loceh.ar

Sandstones are found almost everywhere. They range in colgliimwv to tan
to red and sometimes even white. Sandstone, or at leasb#ienenf sandstone,
forms some of the most spectacular scenery in the world. ytavever seen the
towers and castles of Bryce Canyon or Zion national parkspilimnt red
mesas of Arizona and Colorado, the spectacular view of the GZanglon?
Most of what you are seeing is sandstone. Or how about Stonéhdaggiand
— those massive rocks are formed from bluestone, a type ot@amdsat is rich
in clay. How about the Great Pyramids in Egypt — again mostly sandstone.
